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Children at Risk

In FY08, the Children at Risk Section has been able to add training of in-state professionals in the
performance of child sexual abuse examinations, under a contract with the Arkansas Commission on Child
Abuse, Rape, and Domestic Violence and the Arkansas Department of Human Services (DHS). Section
members have also added training of in-state mental health professionals regarding child sexual abuse
treatment under a contract with the DHS. Members have provided invited presentations throughout
Arkansas, nationally and internationally. Dr. Karen Farst received an APA Young Investigators Award.

The Center for Children at Risk has become able to assist families with transportation costs for
appointments through provision of gas cards, funded by a grant from the Carl B and Florence E. King
Foundation. The section has instituted a telephone follow-up of families evaluated on the campus of
Arkansas Children’s Hospital for child abuse, the funding for the masters level social worker provided by
the Arkansas Children’s Hospital Auxiliary. Funding by the Auxiliary has also permitted increase in the
clinical time of a part-time physician in the section. A video scope in the Arkansas Children’s Hospital
Emergency Department, provided by the section, permits the photo documentation of findings of sexual
abuse examinations. The images are reviewed by a physician of the section. The Family Treatment
Program, the mental health component of this section, provides training and consultation to Sexual Abuse
Management Teams in thirteen counties in Arkansas through contract with the DHS. Funding for an
endowed chair in child abuse pediatrics has been achieved by the ACH Auxiliary. Corporate and
individual contributions for clinical programs in this fiscal year will be approximately $10,000.

Committee members remain highly active in advocacy work for abused children and their families, through

participation on a state board and commission and a legislative task force on child abuse. Members were

instrumental in passage of legislation for programs and funding of Children’s Advocacy Centers; additional

services of the Arkansas Commission on Child Abuse, Rape, & Domestic Violence; and enhancement of the
states” Multidisciplinary County Child Abuse Team:s.

Critical Care Medicine

The Section of Pediatric Critical Care Medicine (CCM) continues to provide state of the art care to the
region’s sickest children. The faculty group manages the Pediatric Intensive Care Unit (PICU) at ACH and
receives referrals all over the state, as well as many surrounding states. Ten faculty provide coverage in the
PICU, and provide additional clinical service in the Cardiovascular ICU, the ACH Emergency Department,
and the CCM Sedation Service.

Approximately 1,500 of the region’s most ill and injured children are admitted to the PICU annually,
and the group provides deep sedation for over 700 procedures yearly. The group has numerous pivotal
hospital administrative roles, and oversees the Medical Emergency (Rapid Response) Team. The group also
has led the medical oversight for the opening of the new ACH Intermediate Care Unit in February 2008.
Faculty are recognized national leaders in clinical research, performance improvement, and critical care
education. The section’s fellowship training program recently received re-accreditation for five years, the
longest cycle given by ACGME.

Developmental/Behavioral and Rehabilitative Pediatrics

The section continues to provide the medical expertise at the Dennis Developmental Center (DDC), Foster
Care Program, numerous ACH outpatient clinics, the ACH Bioethics Committee and the inpatient
Rehabilitation Services. This section also continues to support the State’s Developmental Disabilities
Service (DDS) by providing and overseeing the medical and subspecialty care to six Human Developmental
Centers (HDC), including the provision of five full time physicians at the Conway HDC and several other
related healthcare providers. Programs that have this section’s physicians as their medical director include:
Easter Seals (Schulz), DDC (Gargus), AR Title V program for CSHCN (Schulz), DDS (Schulz), ACH Rehab
Services (Schulz), ACH Rehab Unit (Stefans), Foster Care Program (Fussell) and AR Medicaid / EPSDT
Initiative (Schulz).

The section trains and educates residents, fellows, local practicing physicians and other health related
professions with Dr. Fussell as the Associate Program Director for the Pediatric Residency Program and
Program Director for the DBP Fellowship. The Fellowship in DBP was recertified for 3 years in May 2008
for a third time by the Accreditation Council of Graduate Medical Education.

The section supports Arkansas” University Centers For Excellence In Developmental Disabilities (UCEDD),
a University-based program that works with people with disabilities, members of their families, state and
local government agencies, and community providers in projects that provide training, technical assistance,
service, research, and information sharing, with a focus on building the capacity of communities to sustain
all their citizens

The section has recently integrated The Autism Metabolic Genomics Laboratory, directed by S. Jill James,
PhD, which studies the metabolic pathology of children with autism with the goal of developing predictive
biomarkers and treatment targets for children with autism. The laboratory is funded by grants from NIH,
Department of Defense, ABI, CUMG and the ACH Foundation.

In June, the section’s Chief (Dr. Schulz) was invested into the Rockefeller Endowed Chair for CSHCN
funded by the Rockefeller Charitable Trust.

The section (PI, Fussell) has recently been awarded a competitive five-year training grant from the Maternal
and Child Health Bureau to support training in three DBP fellows and will include collaboration with the
Clinton School of Public Service.

The section was awarded a competitive grant from AutismSpeaks for one of the 15 sites named as part of
the Autism Treatment Network, a national initiative to establish evidenced-based standards of practice for
the diagnosis and treatment of children with Autism with Dr. James, Dr. Fussell, and Dr. Schulz as Co-PIs.
Dr. Stefans and Dr. Schulz were primary investigators of an industry-sponsored multi-center study of
glycopyrrolate for sialorria in children with neurologic conditions.

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Endocrinology & Diabetes

The Division of Pediatric Endocrinology & Diabetes has focused on several areas of clinical care in the past
year. The major new initiative established a once per month, all day outreach clinic in the recently opened
Lowell clinics. This new endeavor has allowed for over 100 endocrine and diabetes related visits to
children and families living in this area. To better serve patients and families outside the clinical setting, the
section has become involved in providing access to a web-based reporting system for families to record and
transmit important patient care data to the diabetes team in order to provide prompt and user-friendly
feedback for diabetes management. Finally, all clinical services provided by the section have been
consolidated in the new Circle of Friends Clinic located on the ACH campus. These new facilities have
provided for improved service lines and continuity of care, as well as affording new opportunities to
expand the clinical enterprise. A web-based system for educating students, residents and fellows has been
completed and has been in place this year.

The section remains very active in clinical, translational and basic research. Areas of research include
clinical trials in growth hormone and insulin-like growth factor therapy. Basic science initiatives are also
focused in insulin-like growth factors and how they affect bone formation and bone physiology. New
studies are examining how mediators of inflammation may impair the actions of growth promoting factors
in bone, and how, in particular, the cytokine TNF-alpha may cause deleterious effects on the skeleton, as
well as mediate the negative effects of alcohol on bone. Ongoing studies are also focusing on how mediators
of inflammation may impact macrophages and fat cells, and vice versa. As a participating center in
TrialNet, the section offers families the opportunity to be involved in screening first degree relatives for
Type I diabetes risk as well as screening family members for genetic markers linked to diabetes. Studies
carried out at ACH in new onset Type 1 diabetics are aimed at understanding if intensive insulin therapy,
provided by an insulin pump, can help protect pancreatic beta cells from long-term damage and thereby
help in the preservation of endogenous insulin production. Ongoing studies are examining biomarkers that
may identify individuals with Type 1 diabetes who may go on to develop kidney disease, and additional
intramural funding has been acquired to study similar markers in animal models of Type 1 diabetes. New
studies employing proteomic approaches are now being utilized to find new and novel markers for early
signs of kidney damage in Type 1 diabetes. Finally, several members of the section have now collaborated
and are intensively investigating how diabetes impacts the skeleton and how diabetic bone disease evolves.

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Hematology/Oncology

The Section of Pediatric Hematology/Oncology has continued to be very active in patient care,
clinical research, education, and administration. Clinical services for childhood cancer, sickle cell disease
and other hemoglobin disorders, bleeding disorders and thrombosis, and other benign hematology are very
active. Within these areas are specialized programs in Neuro-oncology, Bone Tumors, Vascular anomalies
and the apheresis program, which interacts with all of the section’s disciplines as well as solid organ
transplants and critically ill children. The section participates in the Children's Oncology Group for its
oncology clinical trials, and is now a member of the SARC network, an international network for
specialized protocols for sarcoma therapy and research in children and adults. Ongoing clinical research
and trials encompass chemotherapy for vascular anomalies, supportive care for oncology patients,
apheresis for sickle cell disease (stroke patients and acute chest syndrome), prevention and management of
painful crisis in sickle cell disease, prevention of stroke in sickle cell disease, treatment of hemophilia
patients with inhibitors, and prevention of complications of hemophilia in children and adults.

The section’s major addition in education this year was the development of an approved fellowship
program for Pediatric Hematology/Oncology, and the first fellow will be accepted in July, 2009.
Administratively, in addition to regular activities, section members have been very active in ACH and
Department of Pediatrics committees, and have had leadership positions in ACH and Department of
Pediatrics Outpatient activities and the Department of Pediatrics Faculty Development program.

Infectious Diseases

In the winter of 2007, Dr. Stephanie Stovall and Dr. Holly Maples (college of pharmacy) initiated a new
antimicrobial stewardship program which is supported by ACH administration to prospectively track
antibiotic use and provide real time oversight of antimicrobial use in the hospital to reduce microbial
resistance. They will directly work with physicians and residents to optimize prescribing behaviors.
Microbiology will assist to track the patterns of resistant organisms in the hospital also in real time and
promote cost savings and increase patient safety through the program.

At the request of the ACH Board of Directions to develop a long range, cooperative effort to improve
children’s health, not just on the ACH campus, but beyond ACH walls throughout the state of Arkansas,
the Natural Wonders project was initiated. This ambitious project, convened by Dr. Bates with Mrs. Ginger
Beebe as the honorary chair, includes physicians, industry, insurance, educators, agency directors, and
others who have a working interest in children’s health. The first phase was to develop a summary of
children’s health, which was published as Natural Wonders, co-authored by Dr. Gary Wheeler along with
Rhonda Sanders of Arkansas Advocates for Children and Families, and Elaine Wooten of the College of
Public Health. The second phase was to do a telephone survey of consumers in Arkansas, which was
developed by Dr. Wheeler. The third phase was to conduct study circles in several cities in Arkansas and
Dr. Wheeler co-authored the study guide for this project. Phase four is underway to combine the results of
phases 2 and 3 and develop a 10-year strategic plan to improve the health of children in Arkansas.

Dr. Jessica Nichols’ (ID fellow) paper “Toll-like receptor 2 (TLR2) deficiency leads to increased Th17
infiltrates in experimental brain abscesses” received the best paper award was 1 place in the
housestaff/postdoctoral fellows group for the poster competition at UAMS Research Week,

Dr. Uma Nagarajan was awarded an R01 grant “Molecular mechanisms of Chlamydia-induce type I IFN
response.” The studies in this program are essential to understand chlamydial pathogenesis and immunity,

and eventually develop a vaccine against this pathogen.

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During FY08, in response to the gradual increase in the ACH NICU census from a daily average of 65 in
FY06 to 75 in FY07, the section of neonatology added a fourth attending team at ACH. This team is staffed
by a general pediatrician member of the section who manages 8-10 level II patients, without assistance from
housestaff or APN’s. Next year, two pediatric nurse practitioners will be hired to allow the team to manage
15 patients daily. Also during FY08, additional bed capacity was created for the ACH NICU by acquiring
10 beds in ITU North (now called NICU North) and adding 10 new beds in the previous third floor
classroom space. This brought the bed capacity for NICU to 85. In June, 2008 the census reached a record
92 patients.

Completion of the new bed tower at UAMS in late 2008 will increase capacity from 45 to 65 beds. The
nurseries at UAMS are covered by three attending teams, one of which is staffed by a general pediatrician
member of the section. The teams manage an average daily census of 45 to 50 babies. Hence, the
neonatology section, with its seven attending teams between ACH and UAMS, manages a total of 110 to 140
patients daily. In house attending physician night coverage is provided at each hospital as well.

High Risk Newborn follow capacity was also increased during FY08 as Dr. Rob Lyle expanded his Medical
Home Clinic schedule from once weekly to four afternoons per week. This compliments the weekly HRNB
Clinic which was expanded from Friday morning to an all day clinic.

During FY08 the section continued to expand educational efforts within the ANGELS program. The
monthly neonatology telemedicine session for guideline review or case presentation was expanded to a
weekly conference by adding presentations by other pediatric disciplines. Dr. Bryan Burke and Dr. Whit
Hall share the moderator duties for the conference. Also through Dr. Hall’s efforts, an early morning
Monday, Wednesday, and Friday telemedicine communication between nursery personnel in all of the
state’s hospitals with neonatologists has begun to coordinate bed utilization and census issues and to share
patient information regarding upcoming high risk deliveries or back transports. This network will be
expanded to eventually include all hospitals with nurseries. Additionally, telemedicine consultation with
faculty neonatology for outlying nurseries will soon be available on a round the clock basis.

Research accomplishments for the Section of Clinical Pharmacology & Toxicology include the award of a
new NIH grant to Drs. Laura James, Dean Roberts, and Jack Hinson (UAMS Pharmacology) through the
SBIR/STTR mechanism. These grants are designed to create an avenue for the eventual transfer of scientific
technology and discovery into clinical practice. The focus of the two year award will be the development of
a “dipstick” assay for the measurement of acetaminophen protein adducts in clinically obtained blood
samples. Acetaminophen protein adducts are biomarkers of acetaminophen toxicity that are detected in
human blood samples as long as 12 days after a severe acetaminophen overdose. Drs. James, Roberts, and
Hinson also applied for a patent for this technology.

Accomplishments in the clinical arena include the addition of Dr. Robbie Pesek to the section. Dr. Pesek
currently manages the methadone service offered by the section and also assists with the management of
toxicology patients.

The Pharmacology elective offered to pediatric residents received a 9.5 score (on a 10 point scale) by
participating residents. In addition, Dr. Holly Maples, an affiliate member of the section and faculty
member of the Department of Pharmacy Practice, UAMS School of Pharmacy, developed the Arkansas
Children’s Hospital Antimicrobial Stewardship Program in collaboration with Dr. Stephanie Stovall. The
goal of this new program is to provide rationale dose and treatment recommendations for the use of
antibiotics in the hospital for the purpose of reducing the incidence of antibiotic resistance.

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Faculty from the Section of Pediatric Psychology continues to provide psychological services through the
Dennis Developmental Center as well as various outpatient clinics and inpatient units at Arkansas
Children’s Hospital. Pediatric Psychology faculty also provides clinical supervision of psychological
services provided through the Foster Care and Kids First programs. During FY08 pediatric
neuropsychological services were expanded as the result of the successful recruitment of an additional
neuropsychologist, Dr. Kelly Jarratt. Selected faculty members received ADOS training to help improve
and expand clinical services in the area of autism including the new ATN clinic.

Dr. Jayne Bellando was appointed co-director of the pediatric psychology training program. Dr. Bellando
and co-director, Dr. Wendy Ward-Begnoche, worked on improving the psychology component of training
for pediatric residents as well as improving post-doctoral training program in pediatric psychology. Dr.
Nicholas Long received the UAMS COM'’s Educational Research Award for his work with the Parents
Matter parent education research study that was funded by the CDC. Faculty members provided a large
number of community education presentations and participated in numerous media interviews.

Drs. Bellando and Liz Pulliam were funded to collaborate with, and provide psychological services, to Dr.
Jill James’ research on oxidative stress and autism. Faculty members continued their success in obtaining
funding for community-based grant programs, i.e., writing grants that involve collaboration with
community organizations.

The Pediatric Pulmonology Section had an excellent year in FY08 in many ways. During this fiscal year a
new ‘center’ was developed and implemented within the section called the Arkansas Center for Respiratory
Technology Dependent Children (ACRTDC). The ACRTDC is organized similarly to the Cystic Fibrosis
Center, utilizing a multidisciplinary, team-based approach to the care of complex ventilator-dependent
patients. The center core leadership team meets regularly with Medicaid and substantial accomplishments
have already been made. The UAMS Pediatric Pulmonary Clinic at the Centers for Children in Lowell got
off to a great start in FY08 and is a growing success story. The groundwork was laid for following Cystic
Fibrosis (CF) patients in Lowell, which began in June 2008. A new Lowell Clinic has been implemented for
neurodisability patients with pulmonary complications.

FY08 was also an excellent year for research funding, including one new R01 NIH grant based at ACHRI
starting in January, 2008, and another which is a subcontract collaboration with a laboratory at Yale which
started in July, 2007.

Finally, this was a landmark year for education in the section. FY08 was the first year the new Pediatric
Pulmonary Training Fellowship reached the full complement of three fellows. In addition, all of the fellows
performed very well on in-training examinations. Unfortunately, FY08 is also the last year for Dr. Dennis
Schellhase as full-time faculty member. He is leaving to work as a physician in a mission hospital in Galmi,
Niger (Africa). Recruitment is underway for a replacement faculty member.

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Dr. Jason Dare joined the section faculty in FY08. The addition of a full-time rheumatologist has greatly
expanded availability and significantly reduced wait time for appointments. Research efforts have begun
to take shape and strides in education are being made as well.

Rheumatology now has a rheumatologist available 10 clinic blocks weekly. Waiting time for non-urgent
new patient appointments is about four weeks and there are slots for urgent new patient appointments
available within seven or fewer days. Referrals are increasing with an average of 50 new patients per
month in FY08. Rheumatology also has a presence at the Centers for Children in Lowell with Dr. Morris
attending six full-day clinics annually and is planning to add three more days in the upcoming academic
year. Attendance in those clinics has been excellent and the demand continues to increase.

The number of residents taking the rheumatology elective rotation has slowly increased over the past five
years. Drs. Morris and Dare are in the process of developing a Web CT course with a pre- and post-test
which should be operational by next year. Both faculty members teach the adult rheumatology fellows
from UAMS as a required part of the fellowship training.

Dr. Morris was recently selected to participate in an international phase III trial of the use of Tocilizumab in
the treatment of systemic juvenile arthritis, and Dr. Dare will participate in the study in the recruitment of
patients and as a blinded joint assessor. Dr. Morris has been elected to membership in the Pediatric
Rheumatology Collaborative Study Group (PRCSG). This will make available to the section multiple
opportunities to participate in ongoing research, collaborating with the top centers in the country. In
addition, both Dr. Morris and Dr. Dare have been awarded a certificate as certified joint assessors by
PRCSG.

Schmieding Developmental Center highlights include the recruitment of Jarrod R. Adkisson, M.D., a child
and adolescent psychiatrist, to fill the first of two medical positions in the section. Recruitment efforts for a
Developmental Pediatrician continue. New programs include a modified ADHD team assessment that
combines a streamlined psychological assessment and medical workup. The Speech and Psychological
Team are completing ADOS training for use in Autism assessment to bring the team up to the state-of-the-
art gold standard for the next fiscal year. Speech therapy services are beginning and targeting school age
children. A Social Worker has been a great addition this year in assisting families in accessing financial
resources so they can fully utilize the Center’s services. Psychotherapy services have increased by 30% this
year with a planned increase to chronically, medically ill children as a focus for next year.

The presence of regional clinics will hopefully increase the opportunity for collaborative research. The
Center is in the process of recruiting a clinical researcher with a clinical research background. Her
experience should provide funding and the presence of someone onsite who can assist in the development
of funded research. The Center continues to seek involvement in Autism research and the establishment of
an Autism Center of Excellence.

Two primary clinicians left the Center this year and recruitment of qualified replacements continues. The
new center and planned growth have increased the number of contacts received for posted faculty positions
and this should also increase the ability to recruit for non-faculty clinical positions as well.
