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Parents, do you need a home phone?  A new program, called TSI, may be able to help.  TSI provides government assistance for home telephone service toward the activation, move, and monthly services.  If you receive Medicaid, food stamps, HUD (Section 8), TANF, Supplemental Social Security (SSI), Low Income Home Energy Assistance (LIHEAP), and/or participate in the Board of Education Free Lunch Program, you may be eligible for services.  The program is income-based and proof or documentation is required to apply.
