During the winter months, most of us are involved with the latest outbreak of illness such as flu, pneumonia, RSV, stomach flu, etc.  We don't always give much thought about the children who have asthma as a chronic illness, but they can have severe problems with asthma any time of the year.  As you know, your child may have problems breathing during the summer when if is hot outside and they are busy running around on the playground or at home.  However, ANY drastic change in the temperature can trigger an asthma attack.  So on a very cold day, your child could have difficulty breathing, experience wheezing or coughing and need their rescue inhaler.  If your child frequently has these symptoms with extreme temperature changes, it's a good idea to give them their inhaler before going outside (5-10 minutes before), and they'll be able to run and play without problems.
