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At KIDS FIRST, all of the children are given the opportunity to play outside every day, as long as weather and air quality conditions allow. Outdoor play provides an opportunity for learning in a different environment as well as many health benefits:





Germs that cause infections are generally less concentrated in outside air.


Light exposure provides children with Vitamin D.


Open spaces encourage children to exercise and develop their gross motor skills.





You can help your child enjoy the outdoors during cold weather by dressing him/her in layers and sending a warm coat, cap, and gloves to wear, with his/her name. When the weather is too cold, we will watch your child carefully and come inside to our playroom.








Nurturing idea for January





It is important for infants and toddlers to know that their parents will be faithful to them in love and care. Demonstrate - through play- the care of a shepard for his sheep. You act as the shepard and choose a sibling or caregiver to play the wolf.  Your child and remaining siblings are the sheep. Put all the sheep together and guard them. The Wolf (playfully) tries to grab one of the sheep (by touching them), but the shepard must run him away.  If the wolf gets one of the sheep, the shepard must run after him and rescue the sheep.
