THE NURSE’S CORNER:


HALLOWEEN FOOD SAFETY TIPS AND TREATS


Throw away candy without wrappers.


Limit the amount of candy eaten at one time.  Have only 2-3 pieces daily.


Eat only store bought candy, nothing homemade.


Inspect all items prior to children eating them.


Do not allow children under age 4 to chew gum.


Give stickers, activity sheets, pencils or other non-food items for treats.


Wash all fruit before eating.
