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From The Desk Nurse Betty:


Now that it's getting closer to flu season, it's REALLY IMPORTANT that your child should get the flu vaccine.  As you have probably already heard, , there are two kinds of flu this season, the swine flu (or H1N1), and the regular flu that we usually see during the fall and winter months.  The swine flu has already been very active in Arkansas and around the rest of the country.  Young children are at a greater risk for flu than adults, especially children who already have problems with respiratory illness, asthma,  and other medical conditions.  Flu vaccines should start being available at our local health department this fall.  All children above the age of 6 months can receive the flu vaccine.  We will be sending information about the flu and vaccines this month.  If you have questions, please call the clinic.
