THE NURSE’S CORNER:


It’s Time to Get Your Child’s Flu Shot…and Yours!


 Influenza (the flu) is a contagious respiratory illness caused by influenza viruses.  It can cause mild to moderate illnesses and at times lead to death.  The best way to prevent the flu is by getting a flu vaccination.  Some people, such as older people, young children and people with certain health conditions are at high risk for serious flu complications.


Symptoms of the flu include fever, chills and cough or sore throat.  Other symptoms may include runny nose, body aches, headache, tiredness, diarrhea or vomiting.


The Center for Disease Control recommends workers or children who show flu-like symptoms stay home at least 24 hours after they are fever free without the use of fever-reducing medicines.


Strategies for decreasing the spread of the flu are as follows:


Get the flu shot


Strict hand washing to decrease spread of germs


Stay at home if you show any signs of the flu


Isolate a sick adult or child 


Avoid touching eyes, nose or mouth with hand
