	My kid attends Little Rock Montessori School (currently ages 20 months - second grade with plans to expand to 5th) and if you are after an intro to Montessori (Montessori light, if you will) for your child it would be the place to start.  Waiting list can be up to 2 years when you call but they work hard to get kids in sooner if the parents are ACH physicians.
Next year my kids will be moving to Arkansas River Valley Montessori (ages 3 – high school) and will attend there through high school. It is a much more traditional Montessori and more closely follows the teachings of Maria Montessori. The enrollment process is harder; classroom observation, application, essay, personal interviews, etc. But if you complete the process, the waiting list is short.
I have researched heavily all 6 Montessori schools in the Little Rock area and am happy to talk to prospective residents/faculty about them if they are interested in that kind of education for their child.
